INTRODUCTION

District Mission Statement

The Auburn Union School District, in partnership with families and community, will provide a
quality education in a safe learning environment for all students. The emphasis of academic
skills will provide a solid foundation from which students may realize their maximum potential.
Our mission is to provide all students with opportunities to learn, to be informed, to be
confributing and responsible members of a diverse society, and to foster confidence and love of

lifelong learning.

Program Goals

The goals developed for English Learners correlate with existing Auburn Union School District
Board adopted goals for all students. A successful program for English Learners is organized to
provide equal access to the thinking, meaning centered core curriculum for all students.

A relevant curriculum not only addresses the development of English communication,'but also
higher level thinking skills and academic proficiency. Relevance is achieved by focusing on key
concepts from the core curriculum which are delivered through a variety of meaningfully

connected experiences for students.

The major goal for English Learners is to develop fluency in English as rapidly and effectively as
possible in an established English language classroom through structured English immersion or
an alternate course of study with curriculum designed for such students. English Learners who:
(a) acquire a good working knowledge of English during a temporary transition period; and (b)
meet the district’s transfer criteria, are then transferred into English language mainstream
classrooms. English Learners who are re-designated to fluent English proficient after meeting
district criteria established to ensure that these students have overcome language barriers, have
recouped any academic deficits incurred in other areas of the curriculum, and can demonstrate
English-language proficiency comparable to that of the school district’s average native English-

language speakers.

Board Approval

The Auburn Union School District Board of Trustees affirms that, because the stated educational
goals of this district are the same for all students enrolled, no students shall be excluded from any
program. English Learners must have equal opportunity to attain the stated goals of the district
and not be limited by reason of having a primary language which is other than English.

The Auburn Union School District, therefore, supports the comprehensive quality program for
the English Learners described in the Auburn Union School District English Learnier Master Plan

as a means to achieve these goals.



Rationale

The Auburn Union School District has developed this Master Plan for English Learners in the
District in order to comply with the following:

0 Title VI of the Civil Rights Act - 1964 _
Prohibits discrimination against students on the basis of their language minority status.

o Office of Civil Rights Memorandum - 1970 _
Where the inability to speak and understand English excludes students from “effective .
participation” in the education program, the district must take “affirmative steps to rectify

the language deficiency in order to open its instructional program to these students.”

. Lau v. Nichols - 1974 . .
Classes taught exclusively in English and which provide no assistance in learning English

deny EL students a meaningful opportunity to participate in the educational program.

. Equal Educational Opportunities Act: 20 U.S.C. 1703 (f): .
Requires educational agencies to take “appropriate action to overcome language barriers

that impede equal participation” by students in their instruction programs.

. Castaiieda v. Pickard - 1981 _
Development of a three-point assessment to evaluate the effectiveness of a district

program:

v Is the program formed by an educational theory recognized as sound by at least
some experts in the field?

v Are the district’s programs and practices, including resources and personnel,
reasonably calculated to implement this theory effectively?

v Does the district evaluate its program adjustments where needed to ensure

language barriers are actually being overcome?

Theoretical Base

Castafieda provides standards for determining whether or not a school district has met its
obligations to English Learners (EL). One of these standards is:

“That the educational program for EL students be based on a theory or

theories recognized as sound by experts in the field or which are at least
considered to be legitimate experimental theories.”

Therefore, the Auburn Union School District has established the following researchers and{or
research studies as providing the theoretical base for its specialized programs serving the diverse
language minority enrollment in the district:

Theory

Major Hypothesis:
1. We best develop language through natural acquisition rather than being taught the

discrete rules and structures.
2. There is a natural order to the way one acquires a language. Although this order




may appear to be grammatical, language development programs should not be
grammar based in nature.

3. There is a learning device within all of us which naturally monitors the
correctness of our grammar and structure.

4. The effective acquisition of language comes only after clearly comprehending
messages containing natural language.

5. Effective acquisition of a language is highly correlated with low anxiety

environments where students are highly motivated and self-confident.
Terrell, Tracy. 1981 The Natural Approach in Bilingual Education

Major Principles:

1. Speech is not taught directly, but rather, is acquired by means of “comprehensible
input” in low-anxiety environments.
2. Speech emerges in natural stages. First, one goes through a listening stage.

Second, one begins to produce single words to single phrase responses to what
exists in the environment. Next, one produces phrases and sentences to give
meaning to what exists in the environment. Finally, one is able to produce

complex phrases and sentences set in different places in time.
3. In the classroom, instructors must create a necessity for communicating messages,

communicate messages and modify (simplify) their speech until the students are
able to understand the messages.

Cummins, James R. 1981. The Role of Primary Language Development in Promoting

Education Success for Language Minority Students

Major Findings:

1. Communicative proficiency is described in terms of context embedded (concrete,
hands-on environments), context reduced (abstract environments), cognitively
undemanding (simple concepts), and cognitively demanding (difficult concepts)
language. In other words, language proficiency cannot be defined as that which is
used for basic communication in concrete environments dealing with simple
concepts. It must also include the ability to communicate in academic
environments that are more abstract, dealing with challenging and difficult

concepts.
2. Students who are bilingually proficient maintain a common underlying

proficiency in both languages and the academic proficiencies developed and
learned in the native language are transferable to the second language without the

need for re-learning or re-teaching,

English Learners in Auburn Union School District

According to the March 1, 2007 Language Census, there are 264 English Learners in the Auburn
Union School District who speak, collectively, sixteen languages other than English. This
represents more than 11% percent of the district enrollment. Of the entire EL population, the top

languages are distributed as follows:
Spanish 88% Punjabi 2%
Korean 2% Vietnamese <1%

Russian <1% Urdu <1%




Most English Learners are enrolled in their neighborhood schools. Non-English speakers are
placed in a Structured English Immersion Program. In accordance with Proposition 227, there is
a waiver process for parents. This process and all programs are described within the pages of this
Master Plan.

Compliance regulations in the state of California mandate specialized services to all groups of
English Learners. This Master Plan for English Learners in the Auburn Union School District
addresses the requirements of the state of California in relation to the needs of its language
minority students, including the mandates reflected in the Lau v. Nichols decision of the United
States Supreme Court. Policies for the District’s English Learners are outlined in this document.

This Master Plan for English Learners was developed by the District’s English Learner
Coordinator and Instructional Services. Working drafts were reviewed by teachers and site
administrators before being finalized and approved by the District English Learner Advisory
Committee and by the Board of Trustees.

Has had an election of members in which all EL parents have had an opportunity to vote.

4. Has had the opportunity to elect at least one member of the DELAC.

Has received training and training materials to assist parent members in ELAC
responsibilities (i.e., Consolidated Application, Language Census, review of district-
provided services, etc.).

ELAC meetings are scheduled at least quarterly. These meetings are conducted by
the site administrator or a designee. Interpreters are available to ensure full
participation in discussions for all parents.

Documentation of ELAC and DELAC membership election results are submitted
to the English Learner Program office.

Minutes are a legal documentation of ELAC activities.
Parents’ recommendations are documented and filed for reference.

Assigned ELD support teacher provides assistance to the site administrator in
establishing an ELAC to ensure al mandated procedures and guidelines are in

compliance.

Attached is the “Establishing an ELAC Packet” provided to principals of school sites with 21 or
more EL students.

A Home Language Survey is used to determine the primary language of each student at the time
of enrollment and is part of the enrollment packet. This form must be signed, dated and each
question answered. The District provides these forms in English and Spanish.

The parent/guardian completes a Home Language Survey for each child upon registration. Any
response other than “English” to questions 1, 2, or 3 on the survey requires that the student be

assessed for oral English proficiency.

COMPONENT i

The California Department of Education’s State Program for English Learners mandates
that: There are adequate basic resources for English Learners and EIA-LEP funds are used only
to supplement, not supplant, the District’s general funds as well as any other categorical funds
the district receives.

FUNDING

Auburn Union School District provides all English Learners (EL) with a base program
comparable to that of their native English speaking peers. The base program is defined as
services and materials received by English only speaking students which are paid by District
general funds. Funding from Economic Impact Aide (EIA), Title 1, or other supplemental money
adheres to federal regulations and is used to provide qualified services over and above the
District’s base program. Primary language materials are purchased when appropriate. Different
school sites supplement their library collections and classroom materials with multi-cultural
literature and resources that reflect the heritage of EL’s. All EL students have access to core
curriculum materials and instructional supplies, as well as district-provided services such as
speech, Resource Specialist Program (RSP), psychologist, etc. if appropriate and necessary.

District general funds are used to purchase the Houghton-Mifflin series and Shining Star series as
the English Language Development base program and testing materials. When available, core
curriculum materials in both English and Spanish have been purchased by the District.

Services for EL students are funded primarily through EIA moneys. These funds fully or
partially pay the salaries of a coordinator, ELD support teacher, and instructional assistants.
Funds are budgeted to pay for teacher training, such as AB 2913 and certificates, as well as in-
services for teachers and paraprofessionals, and other reasonable expenses.

EL students are provided with appropriate Houghton-Mifflin/Shining Star materials for their
language proficiency level. EIA funds are used to purchase supplemental Houghton-
Mifflin/Shining Star materials, such as student activity books and audio tapes. When appropriate
and available, the District provides other resources in the primary language of the students which
may be used by Bilingual Instructional Assistants, students, classroom teachers, etc. The budget
also includes funding for additional translation and interpretation services above and beyond the
regular services provided by the Bilingual Instructional Assistants.




COMPONENT IV

The California Department of Education’s State Program for English Learners mandates
that: Each former English learner (EL) who has been re-designated fluent English proficient
(FEP) has demonstrated English-language proficiency comparable to that of the average native
English speakers and can participate equally with average native speakers in the school’s regular

instructional program.

RE-DESIGNATION OF ENGLISH LEARNER (EL) STUDENTS

English Learner (EL) students in the Auburn Union School District are recommended for re-
designation to Fluent English Proficient (R-FEP) status once they have demonstrated English
language proficiency comparable to that of the average native speakers and can participate
equally with average native speakers in the school’s regular program.

Re-designation Criteria:
In determining a student’s readiness for re-designation from EL to R-FEP, the following criteria
will be applied:

Teacher evaluation of the student’s English language proficiency

Curriculum mastery
Objective assessment of the student’s English comprehension and speaking proficiency

Objective assessment of the student’s writing skills

Objective data on the student’s academic performance in English

Parents/Guardians are notified of the recommendation when all criteria are met. The re-
designation form is approved by the classroom teacher, the parents, the principal, and the English

Language Development (ELD) Specialist.

Re-designation students are awarded a Certificate of Achievement to acknowledge their
academic progress and efforts.

Attached are the 3™ — 8™ Grade Re-designation Form, the Student Language Profile Form, and
Student Oral Language Observation Matrix (SOLOM) form.

Re-designation Follow-Up

The progress of the students who have been re-designated is monitored for two years. It is the
duty of an English Language Development Support Teacher to ensure that re-designated students
are performing academically at the same age and grade level. If any re-designated students do

not meet such criteria, appropriate support will be provided.

EVALUATION

The District has established a process for determining the effectiveness of its program for English
Learners. Assessment procedures used to determine the progress of EL’s include: annual
English Language assessment, STAR test data collection and analysis, and district adopted
criteria for content standards and grade level expectations. Additionally, program evaluation is
conducted through Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAO) and Coordinated

Compliance Review (CCR) processes at each school site.

English language proficiency scores are analyzed annually by the ELD support staff teachers to
determine whether or not each student has met the annual benchmark goal during the academic
year. STAR achievement results of EI’s are also analyzed on a yearly basis to monitor growth in
academic areas. Based on the data, EL students who have met the district-established criteria are
re-designated as Fluent English Proficient (R-FEP).

All EL students are evaluated by district-adopted criteria to monitor progress and growth at each
stage of language acquisition. Research indicates that EL students should achieve full English
language proficiency after 5-7 years. However, not until EL students enter 5® or 6™ grade are the
assessment results generally commensurate with their English-speaking peers. The District
maintains a database of English oral and academic proficiency assessment results which is
utilized by the ELD Support Teachers to monitor and analyze EL performance.

Every year, individual school sites review their school plans, evaluate each component, make
modifications and adjustments, and develop new approaches to ensure overall program
effectiveness and high academic standards for all students.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Auburn Union School District provides professional opportunities for teachers and bilingual
instructional assistants to prepare them to provide services to English Learners.

The CTC certification for such courses are paid for by the District.

ENGLISH LEARNER PROGRAM'S TEACHING

To ensure access to English Language Development (ELD) and equal educational opportunity, all
English Learners (EL) in the Auburn Union School District are assigned to teachers who have
received Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CTC) authorized training. Provisions are made
to provide ELD to students not assigned to teachers with specialized training.

English Language Development Instruction (ELD):

o Teachers who provide English Language Development have a Cross-Cultural, Language,
and Academic Development (CLAD), Bilingual Cross-Cultural, Language, and Academic
Development (BCLAD),Assembly Bill 2913 (AB 2913), Senate Bill 1969 (SB
1969),California Teacher of English Learners (CTEL), or are in training.

. English Language Development support teachers who have CTC authorized training are
assigned to each school to provide support to teachers of English Learners.

Attached is a list of teachers with specialized training and those currently in training.
Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE):

. Teachers who provide Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English have a CLAD,
BCLAD, CTEL, AB 2913, SB 1969 Certificate, or are in training.

. English Language Development Support Teachers who have CTC authorized training
provide support to SDAIE teachers.

Primary Language (L 1) Instructional Assistants:

Bilingual Instructional Assistants (BIA) provides primary language support in Spanish to EL
students who have met the guidelines established by the District. The support from the Bilingual
Instructional Assistants ensures that EL students have access to grade level academic content
while acquiring English.

Bilingual Instructional Assistants are supervised by classroom teachers and English Language
Development support teachers.

English Lanquage Development (ELD) Support Teachers:

English Language Development (ELD) support teachers are credentialed teachers with CTC
authorized training. They are assigned to multiple school sites to support classroom teachers and
other school staff members in providing appropriate educational programs for all EL students in

the Auburn Union School District.

ELD support teachers identify, assess, support, re-designate, and monitor progress of all EL
students. They also assist with school site English Learner Advisory Committee (ELAC) and the
District English Learner Advisory Committee (DELAC) meetings to ensure all mandated
procedures/guidelines listed in the District’s English Learner Master Plan are in compliance.




English Learner Program Coordinator:
ELD support teachers, bilingual instructional assistants, and other support staff are supervised by
the English Learner Program Coordinator who oversees federal and state regulations related to

English Learner (EL) curriculum and program compliance issues and keeps the District’s
Management Team informed of issues and changes regarding the District’s programs for English

Learners.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT (ELD)
SUPPORT TEACHER POSITION

Persons in this position are assigned to multiple school sites. Assignments are intended for the
duration of the school year, but adjustments may occur as the District’s English Learner (EL)

enrollment changes.

Responsibilities: To support classroom teachers and other school staff members in providing appropriate

meeting dates, etc.)
8. Attending and assisting English Leamner Program Coordinator with District English

Language Learner Committee (DELAC)

9. Conducting English Language Development (ELD) and Specially Designed Academic
Instruction in English (SDAIE) inservice to teachers of EL’s.

10.  Assisting parents and follow-up with the parental exception waivers.

11.  Supporting the alternative programs as applicable.

BILINGUAL INSTRUCTIONAL ASSISTANT POSITION

Assignment; Persons in this position are assigned to one or more schools. Assignments are intended for the
duration of the school year but adjustments may occur as the District’s English Learner’s (EL)

enrollment changes. The Bilingual Instructional Assistants will met on a regular basis with
teachers to discuss needs and concerns and ways to assist the EL students in their classrooms.

Responsibilities: To provide primary language (L1) assistance to EL students, their parents, and their teachers.
Duties include:

1. Reinforce classroom instruction in the core curriculum.

2. Using the primary language to build literacy skills.

3. Providing classroom teachers with information about the cultural and educational
background of their students.

4. Phone calls home.

5. Interpreting at school meetings.



6. Translations.

PRIMARY LANGUAGE SUPPORT GUIDELINES

The following guidelines were established to ensure Primary Language support is provided to
those who need the most. All EL students who are identified as Beginner and Early Intermediate
on the CELDT will qualify for this support, if a bilingual assistant who speaks that particular
primary language is available. In addition to the CELDT scores, grades are also taken into

consideration.

EL students who are identified as Fluent English Speakers (FES) will receive such support from
the Bilingual Instructional Assistant if time and work load permit.

PLACEMENT IN INSTRUCTIONAL PROGRAMS

Introduction

The requirements of Proposition 227, passed by the voters of California in June 1998, have been
put into place for English Learners in the Auburn Union School District. As a result, English
Learners are placed in a Structured English Immersion Program or in an English Language
Mainstream Class. These classes are taught by teachers who have had additional training to
work with English Learners. As required by Proposition 227, instruction is done
overwhelmingly in English; however, primary language support may be provided as necessary
and/or as available by either the classroom teacher or by a bilingual instructional assistant.

Parents have the right to request that their child(ren) be placed in an Alternative program.
Alternative programs in Auburn Union School District are: 1) English Language Mainstream
Classes — No L1 support.

Structured English Immersion Program

Non-English speaking (NES) children in grades K-8 are enrolled in the Structured English
Immersion Program. This program provides students who are new to U.S. schools with Basic
Interpersonal Communication Skills (BICS) in English and structured English Language
Development. The Structured English Immersion Program prepares them to benefit from
Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE) and continued English Language
Development (ELD) when they leave this program. With continued ELD and appropriate
instruction, English Learners will steadily build the skills in English which are required for
academic success.

Criteria For Enrollment
Students enrolling in a Structured English Immersion Program:
1. Must score as follows on the California English Language Development Test (CELDT):
K —8th grades Overall score of Beginner or Early Intermediate with no sub score
Above Early Intermediate on the CELDT

2. Students will remain in this program for no longer than 3 trimesters unless levels of
proficiency do not reach Intermediate overall on the CELDT

Curriculum

Instruction in Structured English Immersion focuses on the development of English language
skills. English will be acquired through ELD lessons and academic instruction as follows:

o Daily oral ELD. Supplementing the appropriate Houghton-Mifflin/ Shining Star
curriculum with chants, rhymes, music, song, poetry, drama, etc.

. Daily reading and writing activities appropriate for beginning English language learners



(i.e., building familiarity with alphabet, spelling, use of pattern books, leveled reading
material, etc.)

. Daily math at grade level if appropriate.

J Integrated social studies and science lessons adapted for students’ English language
levels.
o Building familiarity with U.S. culture: holidays, traditions, etc.

. Integration of S.E.L students with school population for art, P.E., special “buddy”
activities, whole school celebrations, etc.

When students no longer meet the criteria for the S.E.L Program, they are placed in an English
language mainstream program.

Parents of students who meet the criteria for enrollment in the S.E.I. Program may request that
their child be placed, instead, in an English language mainstream program. Every student, whose
parent or guardian requests it, will be placed in an English language mainstream program.

English Language Mainstream Program

English Learners with reasonable fluency in English are placed in an English language
mainstream program. “Reasonable fluency” is determined by the following criteria:

GradesK -8  Overall score of Intermediate or higher on the CELDT

An English language mainstream program is one in which the teacher has specialized training to
work with English Learners. These teachers hold either a CLAD, BCLAD, SB 1969, AB 2913,
CTEL, or certification or they are currently enrolled in a training program.

In an English language mainstream program, students receive instruction in ELD and SDAIE to
steadily build skills which are required for academic success. Non-English and certain Limited
English speaking students may receive primary language support from a teacher or a bilingual
instructional assistant.

The California Department of Education’s State Program for English Learners mandates
that: The District has established procedures for parental exception waivers, which include prior,
written, informed consent, annual request, and a personal visit to the school to apply for the
waiver. The District provides full descriptions of the different educational program choices and
of all the educational opportunities available to the student as well as descriptions of the

educational materials to be used.

PARENTAL EXCEPTION WAIVERS
The Auburn Union School District has established procedures for parental exception waivers.
These include:

) Prior written informed consent

. Annual request
o Personal visit to the school to apply for the waiver

The ELD Coordinator facilitates these procedures. The District provides full descriptions of the
different educational program choices and of all the educational opportunities available to the
students.

Parent Notification and Placement

The parent notification letter is sent to parents after testing to inform them of their child’s
placement in a Structured English Immersion classroom. Other educational opportunities
available to them in the District are also explained. The form is available in English and

Spanish.
Parental Exception Waivers

Parents and guardians are notified in writing of the opportunity to apply for a parental exception
waiver. This notification is included in the form and is available in English and Spanish.

Procedures

A parent/guardian may request that the District waive the requirements of Education Code 3-5 if

one of the following circumstances exists:

1. Students who already know English: The student already possesses good English
language skills, as measured by a standardized test of English vocabulary comprehension,
reading and writing, in which the student scores at or above the state average for his/her
grade level or at or above the fifth grade average, whichever is lower.

2. Older students: The student is age 10 years or older and it is the informed belief of the
school principal and educational staff that an alternate course of study would be better
suited to the student’s rapid acquisition of English skills.

3. Students with special needs: The student already has been placed for a period of not less
than 30 days during that school year in an English language classroom and it is
subsequently the informed belief of the school principal and educational staff that the
student has special physical, emotional, psychological, or educational needs that an
alternate course of educational study would be better suited to the student’s overall

educational development.




The parent/guardian shall personally visit the school to apply for the waiver. When an
application for a “Parental Exception Waiver” is requested, the principal shall provide to the

parents/guardians a full written description of:

1. The intent and content of the structured English Immersion Program.

2. Any alternative courses of study offered by the District and available to the student.
3. All educational opportunities offered by the District and available to the student.

4. The educational materials to be used in the different educational program choices.

For a request for a waiver related to Education Code 311 (c) (Children with Special Needs),
parents/guardians shall be informed that the student must be placed for a period of not less than
30 calendar days in an English language classroom and that the Superintendent must approve the

waiver according to Board established guidelines.

Parental exception waivers related to Education Code 311 (b) (Students 10 years or older) shall
be granted if it is the “informed belief” of the principal and educational staff than an alternate
course of educational study be better suited to the student’s rapid acquisition of basic English
language skills.

Parental exception waivers related to Education Code 311 (c) (Students with Special Needs) shall
be granted it if is the “informed belief” of the principal and educational staff that, due to the
student’s special physical, emotional, psychological, or educational needs, an alternate course of
educational study would be better suited to the student’s overall educational development.

Parental exception waivers shall be granted unless the principal and educational staff have
determined that an alternative program offered at the school would not be better suited for the

overall educational development of the student.

The school shall act upon all parental exception waivers within 20 instructional days of
submission to the principal. The principal shall attach a Criteria Checklist to the waiver.
However, parental waiver requests pursuant to Education Code 311 (c) (Student with Special
Needs) shall not be acted upon during the 30 day placement in an English language classroom.
These waivers shall be acted upon no later than 10 calendar days after the expiration of the 30
days English language classroom placement or within 20 instructional days of submission of the

waiver to the principal, whichever is later.

In cases where a parental exception waiver is denied, the parent/guardian shall be informed in
writing of the reason for the denial and, if relevant, any procedures that exist to appeal the

decision to the Board.



AUBURN UNION SCHOOL DISTRICT
PROGRAM DESCRIPTION AND PARENTAL WAIVER PROCEDURE

To best meet the needs of English Language Learners in the Auburn Union School District, the
following process to comply with the intent of Proposition 227 shall be implemented.

Students below fluency level:

All English Language Learners below the English Language Development level of
“Intermediate” oral fluency shall be placed in an English Language Development
Classroom.

Specially Designed Academic Instruction shall be delivered by CLAD, ELD/SDAIE, or
LDS certified teachers.

English shall be taught utilizing recognized English Language Development strategies,
and will be content based.

Teachers may use the primary language to assure comprehension in these classes.

The first 30 days should be utilized for assessment and orientation.

Parent waivers for alternate course of study will not be granted.

Students that are fluent:

Students at or above the “Intermediate” oral fluency shall be placed in English/SDAIE

classrooms, unless parents request a waiver.
Parents desiring their child to receive specific instruction have the following Waiver
Options:
Option A:
Parents of English learners may request that a student not be placed in a
classroom where modifications are made for students who have not acquired
English, such as an English/SDAIE classroom. To qualify for a waiver, the
student must meet the district criteria of working at or above the State average in
standardized test of English vocabulary comprehension, reading and writing, for
his/her grade level.
Grades 2-8: State average will be determined by STAR scores in English,
Reading and Language, assessment through Running Records, a writing sample,
classroom evidence and teacher recommendation.
Grades K-1: All K-1 students receive additional, intensive English language

development.

School personnel shall inform parents in writing of methods and materials used in
the various educational options offered, and shall be available to assist parents in

the process.

Option B:
A student age 10 or older may request a waiver for an English immersion

program.
